Language exams for many in May. They have been working hard to complete coursework to a 

high standard and now will need to focus on exam technique. The need to attend lessons at 

every possible opportunity is therefore high. 

Year 9 will have Options to think about and discuss with you. This is an important decision and 

it is crucial that they choose wisely and always bear in mind that the expectation is that they will 

be successful in their chosen path of study. 

Year 8 have had the opportunity to work with scriptwriters and actors from Birmingham 

Repertory Theatre. The selected scripts were performed on Friday 11th February to a receptive 

audience of their peers. 

Year 7 students spent a day with their Home Base tutors focussing on Road Safety, looking into 

potential risks and hazards. Their research has been used to develop their literacy and 

numeracy skills.
